Position 1:  Groundwater Protection Program
The Groundwater Protection Program is a joint CCA-Portland Water Bureau project that protects the Portland Wellfield with an emphasis on best management practices. CCA has a contract with the City to be the first point of contact with regulated businesses. It is an extremely successful program built on good business community relations.

Intern responsibilities include: 

· facilitate communications with regulated businesses and track satisfaction,

· study program regulations and answer questions from regulated businesses,

· maintain a database,

· initiate emails, newsletters articles and workshop promotions,
· Additional responsibilities may include general CCA membership contact, database management, promotion of Metro’s Nature in Neighborhoods incentives, promotion of Portland Development Commission programs, gathering member opinions, informing members of new issues, and assistance with CCA events.

Position 2:  Waste Reduction/Business Efficiency Initiative
Fall 2006 is an excellent time to learn how public-private partnerships are developed. We are in the earliest stages of creating a publicly sponsored program aimed at reducing business waste (solid waste products, empty vehicles on the road, etc.). The Columbia Corridor is an excellent laboratory because it contains a wide variety of businesses in close proximity. Being a new program, it is difficult to predict exactly how it will progress.
Intern responsibilities include:

· contact businesses to explain the program and inquire about their needs,

· creatively connect their waste products with potential users,
· construct a database which would allow businesses to enter their waste products and their raw material needs,

· work with Portland Development Commission, Zero Waste Alliance and Metro to construct the program,
· Additional responsibilities may include general CCA membership contact, database management, promotion of Metro’s Nature in Neighborhoods incentives, promotion of Portland Development Commission programs, gathering member opinions, informing members of new issues, and assistance with CCA events.
