I am writing in support of a budget add package for the Columbia Corridor Scoping Process. The addition is proposed by 
the Bureau of Planning for Fiscal Year 2007-08.  
 
The Bureau of Planning did an excellent job of laying the groundwork for the scoping process a year ago. Several 
Columbia Corridor Association members participated in interviews and were excited about the potential for new codes 
that would better protect Columbia Corridor resources and economic development.  
 
Unfortunately, the initial enthusiasm and excitement has turned to a fear that this project will be shelved. The dialogue 
was begun, progress was made, citizens were engaged. To not follow-through would be extremely discouraging.  
 
The Columbia Corridor is home to 2500 businesses employing 60,000 people. It’s also home to unique natural resources 
and a confusing mix of regulations. We believe improved codes would lead to better environmental protection and 
boost economic development.
