Sonny Breunig needed room to expand his intermodal container business.  He found the former Larsen truck terminal on N. Portland Rd. ideally suited to his needs.  But the buildings were home to transients and continually ransacked by thieves.  Most importantly, the property was contaminated after years of use as a truck terminal where tanks were washed out and petroleum-related and chlorinated solvents had been released into the ground.

…but so are rate increases.  Clean River Rewards, Portland’s stormwater discount program, starts August 21.  On that date, the City will begin distributing and processing registrations for stormwater discounts. The discounts will be worth as much as 35% off the City’s basic stormwater management charge.

On July 1, stormwater fees increased approximately 18%, due in large part to the new discount program. Metro’s Parks Bond Measure 

This November, Metro region voters will vote on a $227 million bond measure designed to protect natural areas, parks and streams across the region. Most of the money is set aside for acquisition of important unprotected natural areas from willing sellers (eminent domain will not be used). The Columbia Slough Watershed stands to be one of the biggest beneficiaries of this measure.

$14 million will be set aside for an opportunity grants program. There will be opportunities for Columbia Corridor businesses to apply for matching funds to improve privately owned greenspace. More…
