Columbia River Crossing Task Force Narrows Options 
In May, the 39-member bi-state Task Force advising the Columbia River Crossing project completed its recommendations on the ideas that should be further studied to improve travel efficiency and safety on I-5 between Vancouver and Portland. 

River crossing ideas to advance:  

· Low-level replacement bridge that would open for marine traffic

· Mid-level replacement bridge

· Low-level supplemental bridge that would open for marine traffic

· Mid-level supplemental bridge downstream of existing structure

· Tunnel to supplement the existing bridge

· Arterial crossing combined with improvements to I-5

Ideas dropped from future consideration include high-level bridges that would have encroached into Pearson Airpark air space, a long tunnel to replace the I-5 bridges and a new highway crossing outside of the I-5 corridor.  By the end of this year, a set of 3-4 of the strongest alternatives will be selected for detailed engineering and cost analysis. www.columbiarivercrossing.org. 
Temporary Detour for Southbound NE 33rd Drive Over Columbia Slough 
The NE 33rd Drive bridge over the Columbia Slough is reaching the half-way mark. Starting Monday, June 26, traffic should be shifted to the new east side of the bridge. At this time, the old west side of the bridge will be demolished.
There will be a daytime detour of south-bound traffic to allow demolition of the old west half bridge.  Demolition should continue for two to three weeks. The demolition and the detour will occur only during the contractor’s daytime work hours.
