N. Vancouver Ave Bridge Weight Restrictions
The N. Vancouver Ave bridge over the Columbia Slough, built in 1935, has deteriorated and requires lower weight restrictions. Single Unit Trucks weighing in excess of 24,000 lbs. and Combination Trucks weighing in excess of 36,000 lbs. are no longer permitted to cross this bridge. Heavier trucks must detour to MLK Boulevard or select another route for access across the Columbia Slough. More…
Preferred Alternative Chosen for I-5 Delta Park Widening 
The I-5 Delta Park Hearings Panel wrapped up three years of process by choosing Alternative 2 for widening I-5 in the Delta Park area.  When the first phase of construction is complete in 2010, the highway will no longer narrow to two lanes. There is no construction schedule for the second phase, which includes improved access to the highway and reconstruction of both Denver Ave. bridges.  More…

Portland Re-Vegetation Program 
For ten years, the Bureau of Environmental Services has worked to re-vegetate natural areas with native plant species.  Over 20 CCA members have participated in the program, primarily along the banks of the Columbia Slough.

Through public-private partnerships, restoration work improves water quality, controls erosion, reduces stormwater pollution, aids in long-term salmon recovery and enhances wildlife habitat.

U of O Economic Index Looks Good
Rebounding from February’s sharp decline, the University of Oregon Index of Economic Indicators™ rose in March. Only two indicators—Oregon residential building permits and The Oregonian help-wanted ads—deteriorated. One indicator, Oregon initial unemployment claims, was essentially unchanged. The remaining five indicators—Oregon weight-distance tax, Oregon non-farm payrolls, U.S. consumer confidence, manufacturing orders, and the interest rate
