The Portland Well Field Contributes More to Your Tap
The Portland Water Bureau is turning on three of its large pumps at the Columbia South Shore Well Field. This will increase the amount of groundwater blended with the Bull Run supply to 55 million gallons a day.

 

“Rain is the primary supply source for Portland’s Bull Run Watershed supply, said Water Bureau Administrator David G. Shaff. “Rains have not been as substantial as earlier predictions said they might be. It’s prudent to extend the Bull Run supply now. These higher groundwater flows ensure reliable supply until fall rains do start again. Portland is fortunate to have a second water supply. Few cities do."

 

The Columbia South Shore Well Field is Oregon’s second largest municipal water supply. The Bull Run Watershed is the first. For information visit www.portlandonline.com/water.

Airport MAX Serves A Million
For the first time ever, Airport MAX Red Line ridership at the airport station topped 1 million for the year, an 11 percent jump over last year.

When service began five years ago on September 10, 2001, the 5.5-mile, four-station extension between Gateway Transit Center and PDX was the first train-to-plane service on the West Coast. Since then, the Red Line has carried 4.3 million people to or from the airport.
